POLICY STATEMENT

Kibblesworth Academy will ensure that when all products and services are purchased, we will consider environmental aspects, potential impacts and costs associated with their life cycle. This will include, where possible; buying locally, buying recycled and recyclable, using less chemicals and reducing the school’s carbon footprint associated with products and services.
Paper

Printer/photocopying paper

· Where possible recycled paper is purchased for use in the printers
· Two sided photo-copying is encouraged to reduce the paper used.

Exercise books

· Standard books are used, consideration was given to recycled-books but cost pressures have prevented their acquisition, we will however continue to search for a more environmental alternative.  

Waste paper

· Used paper is recycled in our recycling bins
· If paper can be re-used it is. This paper is kept in a scrap paper drawer for the children to use or used for Art etc
Communication

Most messages for parents are now carried out via dojo or eschools. Other information is also available to parents on the website which has drastically reduced the amount of paper we use.

Chemicals

· All products are environmentally friendly and are non-hazardous due to their low chemical content/ neutral detergents 

· All chemicals are regulated 
Packaging

· Where possible items are purchased with recyclable packaging
Waste reduction

· Spray bottles/sanitiser are re-filled to reduce waste.

· Quality checks are undertaken to ensure a quality service with minimal waste

· Recycling bins are placed in every room
Machinery

· Where possible machinery is purchased from UK Companies. The machines are repaired by in-house staff on site; if they cannot be repaired they are disposed of following the correct regualtions.
Office equipment

When office equipment such as computers, laptops, Smart Boards, printers and photocopiers are being replaced their environmental credentials are considered. Colour printing settings have also been disabled.

Lighting 

All of our lights are now LED, reducing our power requirement and therefor our carbon footprint. 
Transport

Air Quality around the school
There are a number of statutory traffic calming measures around the school, to reduce the speed of traffic for safety reasons, reducing speed also decreases the level of pollution from vehicles. Pollution is also decreased by encouraging walk to school schemes. Throughout the year we will be partaking in various walk to school schemes. 
Traffic management 
The school site is difficult to access by vehicle due to the volume of traffic at hometimes and in the mornings. We are currently working to develop this. 
Food and catering services 

Food
· Some produce is organic but due to cost implications, fully organic kitchens are unlikely in times of austerity measures.
· Local/ UK produce is the preferred option when procuring items, i.e. milk/ eggs
Waste

· Preparation waste is minimized where possible
· Waste from plates is disposed of via the waste disposal system. Some of this waste like fruit and veg are then used for compost. 
Packaging

· The amount of waste from packing is high; the packaging is not biodegradable due to cost 
· We are trying to encourage packed lunches to have less plastic packaging and where needed most is recycled. 

Transportation

· Delivery schedules have been optimised to reduce mileage and travel expenses. Deliveries occur once a week due to the implementation of effective ordering and meal-planning systems. 
Gardening 
· Any plants/ seeds required will be sourced from local and sustainable producers, where possible.
· Gardening services are carried out by the Local Authority. These services include: Pruning of hedges and cutting of the grass.

· Children have been using our gardening area to plant fruit and vegetables which have been used in our DT, Art and Science lessons.
